Building update … 
 
We have committed to building the addition as per the latest (and hopefully final) plans from David 
Elliott at Westplan Design and Construction (attached). This includes: 
 

·  Performing Arts Centre (PAC) 
·  adjoining new toilets, wet area, storage rooms and foyer 
·  removing entire existing ceiling except new sections in kitchen, passage, disabled 

toilet and back room and replacing with new acoustic ceiling, insulated throughout 
·  car park resurface and markings 
·  renovation of back classroom and girls’ toilets, to give one toilet and a larger 

classroom 
 
The funds to pay for this include: 
 

·  Original $250 000 P21 grant 
·  Additional $67 000 requested and granted from this federal fund, for which we are 

extremely grateful 
·  NSP grant funds of approximately $15 000 
·  $5000 to be found in savings on the building quote, eg electric dome installation, 

interior painting, render 
 
Status of applications: 
 
Cockburn Council Planning; application in process. Dealing with Andrew Lefort, Senior Planner. 
All seems to be in order except for confirmation that our proposal for the art work on the south 
facing wall is acceptable to the council in terms of “breaking up the line of the building and 
presenting well to the street”. All other concerns seem to have been addressed. Andrew has to have 
his report in by 20th July, in order for the Council to discuss it at their meeting on August 13th. 
Ariane is in email contact with Andrew. Nikki has asked everyone living in Cockburn to contact 
their council representatives and ask that they view our proposal favourably, and vote to pass it at 
the meeting. Would all school council members please ensure they do this if they live in Cockburn? 
I plan to attend the August 13th council meeting. Other school representatives would be welcome.
